‘1. MINIMUM AREA TO BE HEATED AND COOLED: The heated and ceoled area
of all dwellings erected, placed or permitted on the subject premises shall be a
minimum of one thousand five hundred (1,500) square feet.

2. MINIMUM OVERALL AREA: The minimum o¢verall area of any dwelling
erected, placed or permitted on the subject premises shall be two thousand
(2,000) square feet including any attached garage.

3. GARAGE/CARPORT RESIRICTION: No garage or carport shall face any
road.
